In a well measured voice, untinged

with any emotion. Dr. Hudson testi-

fied that while out driving, ho stopped
by Manhattan about 5 o^lock on the
evening ot July 17. Seeing the offic-

ers talking 10 some o'^her colored men
ha went where they were on the im-

mediate water edge to ascertain what
was going on. 1 asked these officers,

present htre, what, if anything, was
the trouble? They answered that that

was private property, and the Colored

people should follow tbe line of least

•esistanee.

"But," said I, "the Negroes did not

dp this in thfe world war. If they had
tt.3y would have Bca.uipered off to

the backwoods claiming conscientious

objection, biit Instead they wen even
to the front lines." But in answer to

my argimient these officers insisted

that unless we moved on they would
have to arrest us. r asked on " what
charge? "Resisting an officer" was
tbe response.

"But we are not resisting," I in-

sisted, "and that is rather a serious

charge."
But to no avail did I argue. We

were hustled off to Jail.

The other defendants were J. H.

Conley, Romollous J$dinson and John
McCasklU, who testified that he was
a property owner at Manhattan, and
a tax payer; that on July i7th for no

other cauae than bathing in the ocean

he had been arrested and thrown in

jail in lis bating suit for which offense

he was Baking redress frOm the on-

ly source trcun which he could ex>-

pect fair play.

Others who testified for the de-

fense were Mrs. Sarah Halt and Mrs.

Mattie Johnson.
Tbe four defendants and the other

defense witnesses gave practically the

same testlmiSny as to what occurred

on the beach July 17th.

When both defense and prosecution

had exhausted their witness suptfly.

the Judge turned to the City Attorney

and to Attorney Macbeth, asking if

they had. any Closing remarks, and
for a minbte or two the all-wise City

Attorney who very likely knew before

hand just how the case would pan out,

hesitated and Insisted that Atty.

Macbeth take the floor; Mr. Macbeth,
smiling, waved tbe honor, but when
the . City Attorney insisted that Mr.

Macbeth should address the walUng
asseinblage he did so with honor and
-credit tio his profession, to his race

and to ibis country.
In ptit, while pointing to the Amer-

ican fl^g that hupg over the judge's

head, he said: .

,

"I ani; not here %o defend any race,

or color or creedJ but the Stars and
Strlpes-^the bonor and integrity of

my country. I charge this .trustee

Board and iother authorities of Man-
hattan with fraud, aM with concoct-

ing a scheme under the guise of the

law by "which they ihay discriminate

against a certain class' _ of people

—

Negroes—in this 'community, many of

whom are property owners at Man-
hattan gnd a loyal American.

"Why, your honor, the whole thing

reeks with fraud, and deception, and
is a blot on Americanism."
The only sign of feeUig displayed

by bis htqtor. the Judge, was the red-

ening of neck and face as he sat be-

neath the fiery darU of Atty. Mac-

beth, who. bk his handling of this

case demtAnBtrates utter unselfishness

in defending the defenseless. Inclos-

ing btp remarks Atty. Macbeth said

that our contention Je that this board

of trustees had no right to give away'
the property In question.
